Day 1) Overview of Migration routes of the first Americans.
Learning target:  I know how Native peoples came to the Americas
	
	Teacher led discussion using pg. 19 (text/workbook), globes, wall maps

	
	Day 2 and 3) Short review of day 1 material. Overview of American Indians and the environment and how they adapted.
Learning Target: I know how Native Americans adapted to their new environments in North Americas. 
	
	Teacher led discussion using pgs.20-23 (textbook/workbook), photographs, and internet to show visuals.

	
	Day 4) Short review of day 2/3 material.  Sioux history (Great Plains).
Learning Target: I know where the Sioux lived and how/ and why they used pictographs.
	
	Students read together in small groups using pgs. 24-27textbook/workbook) and answer the short essay comprehension questions (teacher created) that go with the reading.

	
	Chapter 3

Day 5) Overview of American Indian cultural regions with the day's focus on the northwest coast and southwest.
Learning Target: I know there are 5 different cultural regions that Native Americans lived in and that one group lived along the northwest coast and another in the southwest of the U.S.
	
	Teacher led discussion using pgs. 30, 38, and 39, 32 and 40 (textbook/workbook), internet photographs, may develop thinking maps for this Native American group.

	
	Day 6) Overview of American Indians of the Great Plains and the southeast.
Learning Target: I know where and how Native peoples of the Great Plains and southeast regions lived.
	
	Small groups work together to read pgs. 34 and 41, 36 and (textbook/workbook), teacher provides internet photographs of regional environment and native peoples, may develop thinking maps for new groups. 

	
	Day 7) Overview on American Indians of the eastern woodlands.
Learning Target: I know how and where the native people of the eastern woodlands lived.  I
	
	Teacher led discussion using pgs. 35, 42, 43 (textbook and workbook), various pages from paperback book, Life of the Iroquois, may develop a think map.

	
	Day 8-10) Revisit the driving question: How did different Native American groups adapt to their new environments?
Begin creating our interactive maps.
	
	Teacher led discussion about organization and expectations.  Help them create groups of 5 based on each student being an expert for one of the 5 regions.  Go over the rubric, all possible resources, and answer questions they may have. 
Materials: poster board, colored pencils (later use), notecards, workbook, textbook, and students created thinking maps.
